
 
 
 
 
 
 

  

This is a question that has been ringing in my heart in the last weeks!  In other words who will tell the people about Jesus?  
Who will tell the people that Christianity is not having a religion about Jesus, but it is having a relationship with Jesus.  I 
can still remember that summer afternoon way back in 1971, when a Christian had the guts to stop me on the streets of my 
hometown and tell me that I could know Jesus. I was a longhaired, high on drugs hippie. Of course I did not understand 
when he challenged me to believe in the Lord Jesus, saying to myself – how can that be, how can someone have a 

relationship with Jesus Christ?  But he planted a seed into my heart that God was so 
faithful to water and bring to fruition.  I now thank God, often, for that brother in the 
Lord that approached me with the gospel that day, even though I never saw him 
again!   

Of course I am thinking of this in the context of Romania, and actually in the context 
of Europe, which some have called the ‘forgotten mission field’.  Recently this 
summer as I was doing some traveling through Romania, as I passed through 
different large Romanian cities, and as I saw so many people walking in the streets I 
thought to myself over and over again – who will tell them?  Sadly Romania is full 

of people who only have a religion about Jesus, and of course that cannot save a 
person’s soul.  Who will tell them?  Well, we are doing what we can to tell them as 
God enables us.  But we are so aware of the need for more to give themselves to 

simply telling people the way of salvation that God has ordained.   What Jesus said two thousand years ago still is too true 
today – the harvest is great and the laborers are few.    

From July 11 to July 26 we were able to set our tent up in 
a town in the county of Arad 
called Ghioroc.  There was a 
very interesting situation in that 
in Ghioroc there was no 
evangelical fellowship.  Right 
next to Ghioroc in a town 
called Cuvin, and then on the 
other side of Ghioroc in a town 
called Minis, there were.  
Something else that was 
interesting was that Cuvin was 
one of the first towns in 
Romania, actually the second 
one, where a Pentecostal 
church was established.  Over 
the years though, Ghioroc has 
been resistant to the gospel.  No one had ever come along 
before with a tent like ours to do evangelistic meetings, 

not only in Ghioroc, but in the whole area.  Many 
believers saw us as an answer 
to their prayers.  

Once again as our habit has 
been, we worked with the 
different churches in the area.  
All of them participated to 
one degree or the other with 
the Pentecostal church of 
Cuvin collaborating the most.  
The believers from that 
fellowship truly dedicated 
themselves to the work.   

Many different singing groups 
participated from the different 
churches from the area as well 

from other places.   And different brothers shared the 
preaching ministry together with me.

AANNGGEELLII CCAA  – she was born into an 
Orthodox Church family.  She grew 
up being taught the many man made 
traditions of that religion, yet she did 
not know God.  Before being 
converted she lived with a man for 
four years.  This man abused her in 
different ways physically and 
emotionally to the point of causing 

her health problems.  She actually 
ended up in the hospital two times, the 
last time falling into a coma.  This 
together with a lack of calcium caused 
by the stress, caused her jaws to lock 
up, causing her difficulty in chewing 
and speaking when she came out of 
the coma.  Finally the man she lived 
with threw her out after she through 

working bought several household 
items.  She returned to live with her 
parents, and then the tent came to her 
town of Ghioroc. She came to the tent 
every night where on more than one 
occasion she sought the Lord for 
salvation.  After being prayed for 
regarding her jaw problems she told 
us that for the first time in months she 
was able to eat fruit and the crust of 
bread!   We may take eating fruit and 
the crust of bread for granted, but 
after losing that ability what a 
blessing for her to get that back!  

Please as well pray for her for her 
complete healing – spiritually, 
emotionally and physically. She has 
begun to frequent an evangelical 
church, and she too is there every time 
the doors are open!  She is already 
asking about water baptism.   

LLUUMMII NNII TTAA – she is a believer and a 
single mother with two children, two 
boys.  She has lately gone through 
some very tough times with a 
drunken, verbally abusive, and 
adulterous husband.  

 Sadly their marriage has ended in 
divorce.  Due to these difficulties she 
was forced to move home to live with 
her parents who basically treat her as 
a slave.  On top of that her doctor has 
told her that she most likely has 
cancer.  She will have to go through a 
biopsy in the near future to determine 
if she actually has cancer or not.   I am 
sure you can imagine the stress on this 
dear sister’s life. We 
are ministering to 
her in different 
ways both 
spiritually speaking 
and materially 
speaking.  Please 
pray for her!    

After Ghioroc we sought permission to set the tent up in the city of Arad, in a neighborhood called Alfa.  Unfortunately we 
were not given permission as the place we wanted was refused to others before us.  So the City Hall also had to refuse us even 
though the Mayor was in favor of our request.  So, we have been busy preaching in different churches and ministering to people 
one on one.   

Please pray for one particular husband and wife, a married couple in their early sixties.  Neither of them is converted even 
though they have had contact with the gospel for many years.  The wife, her name is Maria, is very depressed, and has even had 
thoughts of suicide.  We have been visiting them once a week sharing God’s word with them and praying for them.  They need a 
breakthrough. 

In conclusion I ask for your kind prayers as I will be doing a lot of traveling these next two months. I appreciate all your prayers 
on our behalf as we continue to tell people here in Romania about our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  God bless you! 
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
